Who are we?
We are a new online-based social enterprise, which are setting out to diversify the opportunities music business interns and students face when they leave university.

What’s the problem?
Currently, the job market for graduates entering the music business is small, and consequently extremely competitive. Furthermore, online job sites, which post new openings in the music business, are predominantly static and non-interactive. As soon-to-be music Industries graduates, we can testify that if we would be so lucky to get a job in industry, we’d grab it with both hands.

However, the opportunities, which are available, primarily internships, tend to focus on only one area within the music industries landscape, and our ability to learn new skills is thus restricted. Additionally, due to our age and subsequent lack of experience, we make these career decisions and enter these roles far too quickly, before we’ve ever had a chance to discover where our strongest talents and abilities would be best showcased in the business.

Currently there is no platform combatting this problem, by facilitating these opportunities for young music business professionals in the UK who want to learn different aspects of the business and music landscape at large, without leaving their current job. So, here’s where the complex is introduced: How, as a young professional, am I supposed to branch out into the music industries to learn new skills, whilst maintaining my job in the competitive and ever-changing music business job market?Eliana Medalie

 
Our proposed solution

Our solution is to create an internship-swapping platform for interns and young people in entry-level positions in the music industries. This would take on the form of a dynamic website which enables young professionals to seek out opportunities that differ from those offered in their current position. Based in the UK, music businesses that offer such positions will join our scheme to allow interns to swap roles with other interns in different companies, similarly to a school foreign exchange program. Interns at these companies will create a profile on the Industree Music website, where they can specify their skills and what kind of position they are looking to gain experience in. There’s nothing else out there quite like it!
 
The scheme

4 times per annum, for 2 week periods each, interns will be given the opportunity to swap positions with other interns at one of a selection of companies signed up to our scheme. These may be similar roles in different kinds of companies or a different role entirely. The swap time periods are the same for all businesses to ensure that an intern who swaps is replaced directly with a new intern.
 
Our innovative USPs

The website is innovative because it has been designed and promoted by its very own target audience. The founding team are all young music business professionals who have noticed a need for a service that allows them to branch out and learn new skills, grow as industry professionals and break the trend that internships currently only offer a very limited ability to learn other roles in the business.
 
The website also creatively encourages plenty of interaction between interns and new professionals. As well as intern swapping, users can connect with people who share their interests, find out about their experiences in their workplace and exchange tips for getting a job in their area of expertise.

DICE FM is a mobile ticketing platform that alleviates the stress associated with buying gig tickets.
 
The app allows music fans to purchase tickets, discover new artists, personalise their account to their own music taste, join waiting lists for sold out artists, discover gigs in your local area and store tickets (both past and present) all on one site.
As well as this, DICE functions via mobile only, to avoid touts from purchasing tickets.

Researching our chosen SME- DICE

DICE was founded in 2014 by a team of 6 people, based in London. Since then it has become a global platform and is growing both internally (staff) and externally (The Dice community).
The app is however still considered to be a small/medium enterprise (SME) because there are still fewer than 100 individuals working for the company.

After researching DICE’s social media accounts it seems that one of their main forms of promotion is by being mentioned by the artists or venues that they support/include within their platform (see appendix A).

Companies such as; AWAL (Artists Without a Label), SESAC and SoundCloud advertise on the platform.

They represent major record labels and publisher as well as independent labels/publishers. Industry Trends

Analysis of the market
 
Our services are targeted to young professionals that have just graduated from university with an undergraduate degree and are looking for real life experience in the music industries sector before taking the final step of applying for a job. They want the experience that they cannot get through academic studies whilst learning a wide range of skills and familiarise with different roles within the music industries, becoming innovative professionals.
 
We, as university students, find that career choices can be made too quickly causing uncertainty and confusion when looking at potential options. The companies we have looked at do not offer a direct link between companies looking to swap interns. After analysing these and gathering opinions and information about young professionals’ experiences during internships, we have found the 3 common industry trends. Valentina Londono

1.     Networking: “who you know and what you can do”
Networking is essential. The connections young professionals make through internships are essential in order to advance with their career.
 
2.     Specific roles
Internship tasks tend to be focused on 1 role for which specific requirements needed. There is an abundance of music companies looking for “writers” and “bloggers”, which individuals think they do not challenge them or promote innovation as tasks are set to describe or review events or digital music. Graduates are keen to be interns and gain different experience whilst undertaking innovative tasks in the real world.
 
3.  ‘Pitch work’
Interns in the music industries do not tend to feel like they get the most out of their experiences.
Internships should be beneficial for providing insight into complex roles within the music industries where different skills are needed. Through ‘pitch work’ such as helping in reception and menial tasks, transferable skills aren’t gained. When applying for a job, not having innovative roles does not make job applications stand out to employers.

Creating our brand identity has involved creating a name, slogan and logo. The aim was to create an image that would be memorable to potential members of our scheme, and would allow us to stand out from the crowd. 
The music industries are creative and we wanted to be able to represent that within our own image- especially as our scheme is a platform to help creative individuals develop their skills further. 

The theme for our brand image stems from the idea of trees. Generally we associate trees with a constant state of growth, blossoming and an ability to spread their roots. These attributes are all things that we, at Industree Music, wanted to be able to provide for our members. The ability to grow their skills in the music industries, branch out, blossom as an individual and stand out from the crowd, as well as being able to help our members discover new roots into the music industries that they may not necessarily have considered before our scheme. This is where the idea for our slogan “A new root into the music industries” stems from.

Our finalised company logo:
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Our company missions in helping interns/recent graduates to ‘branch out’ or find their new ‘root’ in the music industries inspired our finalised logo design.

My applications page: Interns are directed to this page when they click ‘Apply’ for any job advertised on the Job Applications page. The interns can read a longer job description and see previous interns’ testimonies for this role/company on the side. The users fill out a very simple form where they can edit their bio and CV from their profile and submit. These are then sent to the music companies. If an intern doesn’t have at least 6 months experience in an area they want to apply for, they should explain in their bio why they believe they should be considered for the role.
Job applications page: Applications for the jobs available to switch to will appear online. Members will receive a notification and then can apply very simply by clicking the ‘Apply’ button next to each internship they choose. There will be indication when the job applications close.
Music companies’ point of view page: Once the application period of 2 weeks closes, the companies can then look through the applications and pick interns to come on board.  Interns are then notified and shortly after; the swap begins. Payment for their current job remains the same. This is not a scheme about money; this is a scheme about skill development.

This means we would offer it at a low price, far lower than any potential competing sites, and as we grow our business, we will increase the price for advertising. We may also offer first pick of interns for a small fee to these companies, as another revenue stream.

Because all of the Industree Music members are based in Birmingham City Centre, the Fazeley studios in Digbeth would be one of the ideal venues where to hold an event like this. In comparison to London, it is cheaper and accessible and it is well known by the media and music industries in the city, as well as being close to the Birmingham School of Media.

Proposed Budget

To start-up our website we need to network and build relationships with Music Industry businesses that would be able to offer internships and work placements; we propose to use networking events to do this and to allow any shareholders to see what kind of businesses and enterprises will be taking part in the initiative.

The major costs of a networking event typically include:

2. Venue hire (potentially the cost of sound and light engineers if they aren’t included with the venue)
3. Catering/refreshments
4. Marketing and Advertising

6. Print costs
7. Insurance
